Relationships were built both within the team and with the 
Swazi people.  Sure we worked hard, but we worked as a team.  As the African Mis-
sions director noted, he had never seen such diversity (6 different decades of ages 
represented) and unity amongst a mission team before.  For that we give God all the 
praise! 

Mbabane Hospital Visit  Quoting one team member's description; 'it was like be-
ing dropped off a 10 story building'...the impact was that powerful.  We had the 
privilege of visiting the children's ward, bringing armloads of much needed sup-
plies and medicines that would stock their almost bare shelves. One team mem-
ber just 'happened' to bring eye drops that were the exact eye drops that the hos-
pital was in need of most. Praise God!  Each family was given a personal hygiene 
packet, coloring books & crayons, candy & balloons and a picture of them with 
their child. But we brought more than that...we brought prayers, singing, joy and 
hope to the children and their families. Later we got news that only 2 days after 
our visit that some of those very children we had visited had died.  Our hearts 
were broken but thankful...that during those few precious hours we had together, 

God's love and presence was powerfully at work! 

Manzini Primary School Projects  Do you believe in miracles?  Providing much 
needed water for the school's 2 massive holding tanks. Working side by side with 
the Swazi school children planting 26 plots of immune boosting vegetable gar-
dens that will help supply food for their school's lunch program as well as extra 
food for many of the students' families.  Painting the inside of a cement block 
building (2 colors in one day!) that would allow the school to have it's very first li-
brary (which caused the teachers and superintendent to sing & dance for joy!!). 
Being welcomed in song by the over 250 precious primary school children, watch-
ing them perform a play and having their 'pom-squad' proudly perform for 
us. Relationships built that will last a lifetime. Miraculous...truly miraculous 

Ebenezer Projects The team had an opportunity to visit 
and provide much needed food to several families that 
live near the Ebenezer Church. The first home we came 
to, a young mother of three sat on the floor grieving the 
recent loss of her husband; revealing that her two older 
children cry themselves to sleep at night due to the loss 
of their father broke our hearts. Shortly after bowing our 
heads in prayer, the joyful squeals of her toddler brought 
everyone to laughter. Appreciating the blessing the Lord 
provided in this playful child made us realize she would 

bring joy back into the lives of this family once again. We spent the better part of a day 
painting the inside of the Ebenezer church, and building shelves. On Sunday the team at-
tended a traditional Swaziland church service; Godôs presence was evident as three coun-
tries came together to worship. Several women of the village prepared us a delicious meal 
that was shared amongst our friends at the Ebenezer Church.

God has provided CLF with the funds needed to build a new library 
and media center within the ESM grade school.  Even though the 
building is intact, the need persists for computer and book donations. 
This will help the children obtain the necessary tools needed to enter the 
increasingly competitive work force. The school is in the process of re-
ceiving a face lift, with a fresh coat of plaster and paint being applied to 
the outside walls. One new teacherôs house has been built just in time for 
the new Head Teacher who arrived just weeks ago.  A second teacherôs 
home is under development with six additional homes needing to be built. 
The fenced in area has also been expanded to include the new homes. 

Donations raised through CLF‟s „Feed a Family‟ Fund, CLF‟s Micro      
Enterprise, and the African Children‟s Choir Benefit Concert are being 
used to plant the maize fields that will sustain lives. Dozens of families in the 
Ekufikeni Village will benefit from your generosity. This years crop is expected 
to produce enough maize to feed each family for a year. 
God has also provided fresh drinking water for El Shaddai with the addi-
tion of a new borehole. This allows ES to be completely independent of the 
drinking source within the Ekufikeni Village.
